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A blind date to be kept in total darkness
You might have heard about restaurants where customers eat in the dark and are served by blind staff. The idea is to give people who take sight for granted an idea of what life is like without it. In Hong Kong, we have a concert in the dark.
The event is put together by Dialogue in the Dark, a social enterprise with its roots in Germany. It was held for the first time last year and was a great success. All proceeds go to Dialogue in the Dark to promote raising awareness of the visually impaired and their contribution to society.
This year, again with help from telecoms company 1010 and other sponsors, the concerts will take place from August 25-28 at the Rotunda at Kowloon Bay International Trade and Exhibition Centre.
They will feature visually impaired musicians and stage management crew plus stars including Sherman Chung Shu-man and Joey Yung Cho-yee. And they will be in total darkness.
The music will be in a variety of international styles, and music director Yu Yat- yiu of creative group People Mountain People Sea says the performance will interact with the audience and lead them on a 75-minute musical journey. Needless to say, all light emitting devices have to be checked in at the cloakroom.
In case you are wondering about safety, you might like to know that an infrared camera system is in operation throughout the show.
