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Take a high-tech walk in old Sham Shui Po
Following the success in Sheung Wan last year, the 2011 Heritage X Arts X Design Walk is under way until September 29 and focuses on the old industrial area of Sham Shui Po.
The event is based at the Jockey Club Creative Arts Centre, a former factory block, and is sponsored by the Jockey Club and organized by the HULU Culture, a group dedicated to preserving local culture.
I was not surprised to see hundreds of people at the opening, as the event has a lot to offer.
There is the “Memory Factory”, a recreation of an old plastic flower factory (visitors can sample life on a production line and even have their time card stamped). There will also be regular “Too Proud Marts,” markets at which visitors will be able to design their own clothing to be made by former garment workers.
A wide variety of performances and workshops have been organized, covering culture and heritage issues.
The Sham Shui Po Cultural i-Tour is a multimedia app to download onto a tablet computer to guide people through the streets and their traditional shops - many dating back to the 1950s.
