Valuable insights being packaged for our youngsters
This week I want to plug a non- government organization that is doing some very interesting work - especially with young people - in promoting conservation and awareness of our culture and history.
It is called the Conservancy Association Centre for Heritage, and if you are involved in teaching or with community groups it might offer you some interesting ideas.
A key feature of the center is to help organize talks, cultural tours and provide teaching materials for schools and other groups.
For example, the center might arrange for youngsters to visit a traditional print shop and meet the owner, or it can organize a tram trip that has the theme of urban development along the route.
But the center can go further than that. For one of its missions is to encourage student and community participation in heritage-related activities.
There are workshops where students discuss and study Hong Kong's culture and development and carry out projects like conservation feasibility studies. Excellent for liberal studies!
One activity involves getting young people - after training in interview techniques - to collect oral histories from the elderly. As well as accumulating valuable material in the form of memories of life, the exercise brings the young and the old together and must be extremely rewarding for all involved.
Why didn't we have something like this when I was a kid?
