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Modern take on things from past
The Hong Kong Heritage Museum has just opened a new exhibition called The Past is Continuing.

It is based on an original and interesting concept. The museum has invited 18 contemporary local artists to look around its permanent galleries, which contain many historical and cultural items from old Hong Kong and China.

The artists have used these exhibits to inspire works of their own looking at the past in new and contemporary ways.

The 18 artists are from varied fields, and they include familiar names. There is Johnson Tsang, the sculptor whose often-surreal ceramic and steel works have attracted attention here and overseas.

There is Chow Chun-fai, whose paintings and other visual pieces exploring Hong Kong's identity even portraying icons like taxis have been exhibited around the world. The KaCaMa Design Lab, famous for making new items out of recycled consumer goods, is taking part.

And there's the Pancakes the one-woman singer-songwriter act whose previous works included songs for the classic local animated film My Life as McDull.

Such a lineup is bound to deliver a rich range of artwork. The exhibition includes paintings, ceramics, fashion and product design, music, photography and new and mixed media and installations.

Like the historical artifacts that inspired them, the works are dotted around the museum, so it's a perfect opportunity to look around all the main galleries. The Past is Continuing lasts until September 28.
