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Home is where art is for designers 
You still have another 10 days to see the Hong Kong Heritage Museum's Bring Me Home exhibition.

Subtitled The Story of Hong Kong Culture, Art and Design, this show features the work of outstanding local designers including items you can purchase and take home.
The six designers are Benny Au, Alan Chan, Sandy Choi, Hon Bing-wah, Kan Tai-keung and Freeman Lau Siu-hong, with Stanley Wong Ping-pui as curator.

They have looked at collections of the Hong Kong Museum of History, Museum of Art, Heritage Museum, and elsewhere, and been inspired to create new objects from classic old designs.
The results are often witty as well as striking. Au has taken the patterns of 1920s cheongsams in the Museum of History and turned them into very elegant umbrellas. Chan has borrowed a frog from an ink painting in the Museum of Art and made an amusing bookmark out of it. Wong has used the painted triangular signs placed on walls by the Water Supplies Department, and created "We love Hong Kong" cufflinks.

Among other clever pieces are Lau's tea caddy in the form of a yellow cheongsam, and Hon's pawnshop-sign moneybox.

The exhibition shows not only the items, but the sketches and blueprints that the designers used when creating them.

And the best bit is that some of these designs have been manufactured and are available as souvenirs.
The Sha Tin exhibition runs until May 31.
