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Dangerous drift in alarming shapes
The Hong Kong Science Museum in Tsim Sha Tsui has a new exhibition called Out to Sea? The Plastic Garbage Project. It aims to highlight the threat plastic waste poses to the world's oceans.

In past eras, humans relied on wood, stone or iron as their important materials. Today we live in an age of plastic. Plastics have a wide range of uses, from packaging to household products to insulation. The major drawbacks are that they do not degrade naturally and it can be toxic to life.
The museum exhibition features a giant and shocking installation artwork created from plastic waste retrieved from oceans around the world.

The exhibition also includes a display that focuses on the deadly harm that plastic in the sea does to living things, including humans. It also offers extensive information on how plastic is formed and how we can use it in more sustainable ways.
Visitors can also see artworks made by local students using waste recovered during beach- cleaning activities on our own Hong Kong shorelines.

Out to Sea? The Plastic Garbage Project targets young people specifically, but it is a sobering reminder to everyone of any age of what we are doing to our planet.
