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Ace in hole for photographers
The Hong Kong International Photo Festival started as a biennial in 2010 and is active in organizing exhibitions and talks year-round.

Its aim is to foster the art and culture of photography in Hong Kong and to collaborate with counterpart organizations elsewhere in Asia.

In the past it has hosted work by Japanese urban photographer Daido Moriyama, mounted an exhibition of Asian women photographers and worked with local museums, Magnum Photos and the Alliance Francaise.
The HKIPF includes a ``master talk'' each year. And this year's will be given by British photographer Justin Quinnell. It is titled ``Aristotle's Hole from Mo Tzu to the Selfie Stick,'' and takes place on April 2 at the Hong Kong Cultural Centre.
The talk is about pinhole photography. This is where the camera  any sort of lightproof container, even a whole room  has a tiny hole instead of a lens. Early European and Chinese thinkers like Mo Tzu (or Mozi) noticed that light going through a small hole will produce an upside- down image of the other side.
Because it is so simple, a pinhole camera can be made out of any lightproof container of any shape. The pictures are not focused on a single point in distance, so objects near and far have the same depth. Because the hole captures only a little light, an exposure can take a long time.
The creative possibilities are surprising.
