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Medals galore for HK brain power
Hong Kong has been winning more medals. This time, we won three golds, two silvers and one bronze.

But these shining prizes did not come for excellence in physical sport. The winners were taking part in a test of brain power: the 57th International Mathematical Olympiad. This year's event was hosted here, taking place at Hong Kong University of Science and Technology in the middle of this month.
All the participants are of secondary school level.
The Hong Kong winners were John Michael Wu, Hoi Wai-yu, Samuel Lee Shun-ming (golds), Wai Lam-cheung and Arvin Leung Yui-hin (silvers), and Kwok Man-yi (bronze, and the sole female medal winner on the Hong Kong team).
The first IMO was held in Romania in 1957, when just seven attended.
This year's attracted more than 600 students from over 100 countries. As well competing in the contest, they had the chance to see the sights in Hong Kong and to make new friends from around the world.
Hongkong Post has also issued a special stamp to celebrate the occasion. The stamp itself is circular, and the adjoining sheet features Ceva's Theorem. If you don't know what Ceva's Theorem is, don't worry - you are not alone!

The team members all individually do three of these problems a day for two days.
