This year marks the 40th anniversary of Oxfam Hong Kong. The charity's mission is to fight poverty, and I have been proud to be associated with it for many years.

Among our achievements has been the growth of Oxfam Trailwalker as a high-profile fund-raising event. Last year's raised HK$34 million to help with development projects and emergency relief around the world. This year's takes place in a month's time.
Oxfam in Hong Kong is also engaged in a publicity campaign which started two days ago on the International Day of Poverty Eradication. During the coming two weeks, we hope to get the message out that Oxfam is a young, innovative and passionate group.
One of Oxfam's aims is to highlight root causes of poverty such as inequality and injustice. One specific area is climate injustice. The rich world produced around 80 percent of the greenhouse gas emissions of the 20th century.
These emissions have contributed to climate change, which is creating long- term problems worldwide such as extreme weather. Yet it is the poorer populations of the world who are most exposed to the negative effects. Richer countries are doing too little either to reduce emissions or help the poorer parts of the world fight the effects.
