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Arts extravaganza has something for you
The 2014 Hong Kong Arts Festival - the 42nd - takes place from February 18 to March 22.
La Scala Ballet is back in the SAR, with Giselle (accompanied by the Hong Kong Sinfonietta).
The National Theatre of China presents a mainland version of Romeo and Juliet, directed by Tian Qinxin and set during the Cultural Revolution.
Pianist Yujia Wang plays with the London Symphony Orchestra.
The Anonymous 4, a group of four female singers known for their interpretations of medieval choral works, will be performing 13th century sacred French pieces and American hymns from the 1700s onward.
For a contrast, try pianist Roberto Fonseca and his backing band presenting Yo. It is described as Afro-Cuban jazz, but there are all sorts of Latino, classical, traditional Cuban and other influences.
Fonseca has toured in the past with the Buena Vista Social Club and just doesn't belong in any single category (check out some clips of him on YouTube).
For something not just unique but also local, check out Images of Hong Kong. Five local musicians and composers, from backgrounds as varied as dance, pop and film, have turned the poetry of Leung Ping-kwan into soundscapes. Leung, also known as Yesi, died just a year ago. His writings spoke of Hong Kong in its own words, through its urban landscape, food and culture. This performance uses Western and Chinese musical instruments and video.
