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Art at stations well worth catching
If you pass through the departures hall at Tsing Yi Airport Express MTR station, look up. You will see a giant feather, over 35 meters long, suspended from the ceiling. The sculpture, Birds of a Feather is by New Zealand artist Neil Dawson, and it is just one piece on display in Hong Kong's biggest network of art galleries - its MTR stations.
Anyone who strolls through Central's IFC Mall's downtown check-in, above the Central Airport Express MTR, will be familiar with Larry Kirkland's Flight of Fancy, a dazzling array of suspended colored tubes, looking like a giant wind chime.

Out in the neighborhood, the MTR artworks often reflect their local surroundings. Mei Foo's new interchange subway has a series of enamel paintings by a local artist, Ng Yuen-wa, which feature life in the area as it was in the days before the giant estate was built. The exterior of Ngau Tau Kok station has several mosaic mural artworks of the district done by local children who worked under Tse Sum-sum.

Perhaps, one of the most impressive MTR artworks is Macau-born Lucia Cheung's Home with a View on the lower platform of Central Station. It is a mosaic in the style of an ink painting. It shows a fantasy-rural-old Hong Kong, with trees, a giant bauhinia flower, a junk and the old supreme court building. In the misty background, today's skyscrapers are just about visible.
