Graffiti grows up in Aberdeen factory of art
Most people regard it as vandalism. In the West you see it everywhere, even on the inside and outside of trains. It used to be rare here, but not so now.
Many of its young creators, on the other hand, see it as much more and consider themselves “graffiti artists.”
In the right place, even if it isn't art, it can make the drab look lively.
The Graffiti Center in Aberdeen is an example and occupies part of an old factory building in Wong Chuk Hang Road.
The space was made available by Hip Shing Hong property group, which has a track record of charitable and environmental activity.
Aberdeen Kai-fong Welfare Association has helped to organize it.
The youngsters who attend the center have done amazing things with a 5,000-square-foot unit and the back stairwell. After practicing on abandoned banners and wooden boards, they came up with designs consisting of eye-catching names and words in wild colors and strange shapes - often with interesting 3D effects.
This is definitely not something spray painters knock up in five minutes: it is well planned and executed.
Some of the paintings are original and show a real talent for cartoon-style illustration and I hear the other tenants in the block appreciate the livelier looking surroundings.
