Neat way to keep old Hong Kong on file
One thing I like to keep a lookout for is local design. We have some very successful people coming up with fresh style ideas in areas including fashion, architecture and technology.
What I particularly like is locally based design that has a typical Hong Kong flavor or angle to it. I recently saw a great example coming out of a small workshop called Teaspoon Limited, which is at the Inno Centre in Kowloon Tong.
It specializes in things such as home accessories and furnishings and has also come up with a series of office accessories on the theme of Hong Kong urban renewal.
The box files are structurally and functionally exactly the same as any others; the difference is that they all look like classic old six-floor Hong Kong tenements, complete with those 1950s-style windows. The “ground floor” has doorways and typical old-style shopfronts. The storage boxes are 10-story flatted factories. Place a row of the box files on a shelf, and you suddenly convert part of your office into a colorful district like Kowloon City.
Teaspoon also produces sticky tabs for marking pages in documents. The difference is that the brightly colored tabs are traditional Hong Kong shop signs, like those seen outside pawn shops. You can get pen holders and other items on similar themes. The team has now also started to produce tote bags that look like the venerable Hong Kong trams.
All in all, these are fun local designs.
