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Show sets scene for happy snappers
Most of us enjoy taking photographs, and probably the most common ones we take are portraits.
It seems that most of the time in Hong Kong, half the people on the streets take photos of one another while they are commuting or enjoying themselves in parks.
The poses are often the same, so are the backgrounds.
Despite Hong Kong having some stunning scenery, the emphasis when taking digital photos seems to be on quantity rather than quality.
Yet, portrait photography can be much more than a family snapshot. The right picture can define the image and character of a famous person for posterity.
Using light and composition to examine mood and expression, it can be an art form.
The Hong Kong Heritage Museum in Sha Tin has just opened its latest exhibition: Beyond the Portrait, the third part in its Hong Kong photography series.
Three prominent local photographers were guest curators - Wong Wo-bik, Yvonne Lo and Lukas Tam. They selected a variety of portrait photography dating from 100 years ago to the present day.

The collection is divided into four themes - artistic, family, self- and society portraits.
Some of the pictures show Hong Kong street life in the 1960s, while some contemporary works are experimental. One set of pictures depicts Chinese living in Cuba. If you want some new ideas when taking photos of your loved ones, then this is a good show to see.
